  to:

2. meets

• the	
  name	
  of	
  the	
  nominee
• a	
  short	
  description	
  of	
  the	
  initiative	
  or	
  project
• the	
  role	
  of	
  the	
  nominee
• a	
  description	
  of	
  how	
  the	
  project	
  or	
  initiative	
  promotes	
  the	
  principles	
  of	
  good	
  planning,	
  or	
  has	
  enhanced	
  the	
  planning

profession	
  and	
  the	
  value	
  to	
  the	
  neighbourhood,	
  community,	
  region	
  or	
  province.
